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In t roduct ion  

1.1 Purpose 

This document presents conventions for Scottish property and street gazetteers. It is written  

primarily for and by staff who are responsible for creating and maintaining these datasets within 

each of the 32 Scottish local authorities.  

The aim of these conventions is to ensure that gazetteer data are maintained to a consistent 

standard across Scotland and are usable regionally and nationally. 

Scottish Gazetteer Conventions will be reviewed regularly and are expected to change over 

time as local and national requirements evolve. This document replaces previous conventions 

and guidance documents for Scottish property and street gazetteers (Ref. Docs. 1, 2, 3, 7) 

1.2 Background 

All 32 Scottish local authorities have created a local property gazetteer; a definitive, geo-

referenced property dataset for the local authority area. In this context, property is a general 

term that includes buildings, land, and other structures of significant interest to local authorities 

and the One Scotland Gazetteer. See this documentôs Content section for more information on 

the content of property gazetteers.  

Separately, each local authority is required to maintain a Local Street Gazetteer (LSG); a 

definitive, geo-referenced streets dataset for the local authority area. Property gazetteers derive 

all of their street information (including town and locality) from street gazetteers. See this 

documentôs Streets section for more information on street gazetteers. 

The One Scotland Gazetteer is currently an amalgamation of the 32 local authority property 

gazetteers.  There is scope for the One Scotland Gazetteer to evolve to include data in addition 

to, or a subset of, the data provided by local authorities, for example Local Street Gazetteers.   

Scottish conventions comply with BS7666:2006 (Ref. Doc. 4), which specifies how data should 

be referenced in British gazetteers. BS7666:2006 also permits gazetteer custodians to extend 

the standard by adding new attributes and domains.  

The One Scotland Gazetteerôs equivalent in England and Wales is the National Land and 

Property Gazetteer (NLPG). The NLPG has extended BS7666:2006 (Ref. Docs. 5 and 9). This 

document presents Scottish conventions for BS7666:2006 attributes as well as attributes added 

by NLPG that are of relevance to Scotland. In addition, this document proposes a number of 

new attributes and domains for a Scotland-specific implementation of BS7666:2006. 
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The NLPG has developed standard data transfer formats DTF 7.3 (Ref. Docs. 6) for gazetteer 

file exchange between English and Welsh authorities and the NLPG. The SDTF data transfer 

format for gazetteer file exchange within Scotland has also been developed (Ref. Doc. 11). 

1.3 Principles 

Scottish Gazetteer Conventions are guided by the following principles: 

¶ Conventions comply with BS7666:2006. 

¶ Conventions comply with the NLPGôs conventions and DTF 7.3 file structure except where 

a there is a clear requirement for Scottish-specific differences. 

¶ Conventions balance user requirements known to date (Ref. Doc. 10) with the level of effort 

needed to maintain data. 

¶ If required for local service delivery, and unless it clearly contradicts specific conventions, 

local property and street gazetteers can hold types of records and attributes in addition to 

those listed in this document. 

1.4 Review process 

Convention clarification requests can be submitted at any time in the following ways: 

¶ Discussion Forum on the One Scotland Gazetteer KHub website (local authorities only)

The One Scotland Gazetteer Custodian will coordinate these requests and escalate to the 

Conventions Review Group as required. 

A formal review process will commence when necessary and will result in  new version of the 

conventions and SDTF documents. For information, a ótrackedô version of the document will also 

be made available that highlights significant changes from the previous version. 

1.5 How this document is structured  

The major sections of this document present conventions according to the different entity 

classes that make up a gazetteer record (see the Gazetteer Model section). There are also 

specific sections devoted to significant topics: Content and Property Lifecycle. 

Three categories of convention are presented in this document, which indicate the requirements 

of the One Scotland Gazetteer and also indicate best practice to support widespread local use 

of the gazetteer.

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Category Explanation 

Mandatory Compliance with this convention is compulsory for local gazetteers.  

Non-compliance with this convention may result in local records being 

rejected from the One Scotland Gazetteer. 

Some mandatory components shall be checked through data quality 

test marked ófull feed rejectô. In such cases, should at least one record 

in a submission to the One Scotland Gazetteer portal fail a test marked 

full feed reject, the whole file shall be rejected.  

Recommended Compliance with this convention is recommended for local gazetteers.  

Non-compliance with this convention will result in local records being 

accepted into the One Scotland Gazetteer but a warning may be 

issued. 

Guidance Compliance with this convention is not compulsory for local gazetteers 

but conventions encourage best practice.

This section presents Scottish conventions for property and street gazetteer metadata. 

BS7666:2006 specifies that a gazetteer shall have metadata associated with it. See section 5 of 

BS7666-1:2006 and BS7666-2:2006 for more information. 

4.2 Metadata attr ibutes  

BS7666:2006 specifies mandatory (M), optional (O), and conditional (C) attributes for metadata. 

Both England and Wales (NLPG) and Scotland have extended BS7666:2006 with some 

additional metadata attributes.

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5  Content  

5.1 Purpose 

This section presents Scottish requirements for the content of property gazetteers. It outlines 

minimum gazetteer content. In addition to those listed here, other types of property records may 

be included in local gazetteers to meet local needs. When deciding whether to add additional 

content to local gazetteers, authorities are advised to first consider if this content is best 

managed in the gazetteer or in an alternative dataset. 

5.2 General Content  

According to BS7666-2:2006, land and property gazetteers contain geographic objects that 

may be identified and referenced by means of one or more addresses. They are based around 

the concept of a BLPU, which is an óarea of land, property or structure of fixed location having 

uniform occupation, ownership or functionô. 

ID Convention Category 

5.2.1  For a record to be included in a property gazetteer, it must meet the 

following requirements:

1 or more of: 

 

Type of geographic object: 

¶ Area of land 

¶ Building 

¶ Structure 

And ¶ Fixed location 

And 1 or more of the same: Type of uniformity: 

¶ Occupation 

¶ Ownership 

¶ Function 

A BLPU may have more than one function, for example a hotel with attached restaurant. These 

can be represented by different BLPUs, where applicable. In this example, the restaurant would 

be recorded as a child of the hotel (see section 6.7 for more information on parent UPRNs).  
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5.3 Detai led Content  

The following table provides detail on the mandatory and recommended types of property 

records that should exist within Scottish gazetteers. The detail of this table is based on the 

NLPG classification scheme and may change following the development of Scottish 

classification schemes (see the Classification section).

This section presents Scottish conventions for Basic Land and Property Units (BLPUs) within 

property gazetteers. According to BS7666-2:2006 section 3.2, a BLPU represents an óarea of 

land, property or structure of fixed location having uniform occupation, ownership or functionô. 

6.2 BLPU attr ibutes 

BS7666:2006 specifies mandatory (M), optional (O), and conditional (C) attributes for BLPUs. 

Both England and Wales (NLPG) and Scotland have extended BS7666:2006 with some 

additional BLPU attributes. 

The table below clarifies whether there is an obligation to populate each attribute according to 

BS7666:2006, the NLPG, and in Scotland.

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6.3 Unique property identif ier  

The Unique Property Reference Number (UPRN) is the primary key of a property record. Local 

gazetteer custodians requiring a new UPRN range should contact the One Scotland Gazetteer 

Custodian. 

ID Convention Category 

6.3.1  A UPRN is within the range allocated by the UK Government to 

the authority that originally created the property. See Appendix 

A. 

Mandatory 

6.3.2  A UPRN is unique within the UK and is not reused. Mandatory 

6.4 Logical  status 

Scottish gazetteers use BLPU Logical Status, as defined in 6.5.3 of BS7666-2:2006. Note that 

logical status 5 (Candidate BLPU) and 7 (Rejected External BLPU) are not used in Scotland. 

In England and Wales, logical status 5 (Candidate BLPU) is reserved for the national hub to 

send change intelligence to local custodians via DTF. Local custodians then decide whether to 

add a Candidate record to the local gazetteer with a different logical status or return it to the 

national hub as a Rejected record. In Scotland, change requests from the One Scotland 

Gazetteer to local gazetteers will not be exchanged via DTF and data from the One Scotland 

Gazetteer will not be automatically imported into local gazetteer datasets.

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6.5 State 

State, in conjunction with state date, allows for the life cycle of built properties to be more clearly 

captured. The following codes should be used: 

Code State 

0 not applicable 

1 under construction / named or numbered by SNN 

2 constructed 

3 derelict / vacant 

4 no longer existing 

Note should be made of some differences between the above descriptions and those listed in 

Annex C.2 of BS7666-2:2006, and to the different set of descriptions adopted by NLPG. This is 

to allow the focus of this field to be built features only, and to capture the physical state of the 

property, rather than its usage or occupancy. Further, Code 0 has been added to facilitate full 

population of this field for all features, whether built or not. 

A state code of 3 should be used for derelict buildings that are not suitable for habitation; or 

vacant sites that are no longer in use, nor undergoing redevelopment.

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6.6 Current  state date

6.6.1  Current state date cannot be in the future. Mandatory 

6.6.2  Current state date is populated for all records where state is 

populated.  

Where the actual date is not known, the earliest date at which the 

BLPU was known to be at this state should be entered.

6.7 Parent  UPRN 

Parent UPRN has been added by NLPG and is used to maintain parent-child relationships 

between current BLPUs. It facilitates the creation of more complex relationships than was 

possible under BS7666:2000. Note that the successor cross reference record is used to 

record relationships between current and historic BLPUs, such as splits and merges. 

The Parent UPRN field is used in Scotland, and the following conventions apply:

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6.8 Representat ive point code  

Each BLPU has a coordinate reference and a representative point code to identify the 

referenceôs spatial accuracy. According to BS7666-2:2006 section 6.5.2, the permitted codes 

are:

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6.9 Authority  

The authority code identifies the authority that originally created the gazetteer record.

This section presents Scottish conventions for Land and Property Identifiers (LPIs) within 

property gazetteers. According to BS7666-2:2006 section 3.4, an LPI is a óstructured text entry 

that identifies a basic land and property unitô. A BLPU may have more than one LPI.  

7.2 LPI attributes 

BS7666:2006 specifies mandatory (M), optional (O), and conditional (C) attributes for LPIs. Both 

the NLPG and the One Scotland Gazetteer have extended BS7666:2006 with some additional 

LPI attributes. 

The table below clarifies whether there is an obligation to populate each attribute according to 

BS7666:2006, the NLPG, and in Scotland.

7.3 Identif ier  

An LPI identifier is mandatory in BS7666-2:2006, but the standard does not provide any further 

specification for this attribute. Scotland adopts the NLPG convention.

BS7666-2:2006 permits street and property gazetteers to hold bilingual identifiers. In a number 

of Scottish authorities, there is increasing demand for local gazetteers to hold English and 

Gaelic versions of a street or property record.

¶ in rural areas where there is a hamlet within a locality, 

the hamlet name being either in regular local use

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7.10 Level  

Level is the vertical position of the BLPU within a structure or relative to another BLPU.  

It indicates the position of the BLPU and not the total number of storeys.

The postally addressable attribute has been added by the NLPG to indicate whether a property 

is able to receive a delivery from the Royal Mail or another postal delivery service. The attribute 

is also used in Scotland and can be used to filter gazetteer records for mail-shot purposes.

8.3 Property l ifecycle guidance  

With reference to the BS7666:2006 definition of a BLPU as óan area of land, property or 

structure of fixed location having uniform occupation, ownership or functionô, the following 

conventions indicate when a BLPU should be created, split, and merged.  These are provided 

as best practice guidance but do not cover all situations.

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8.4 Property l ifecycle diagrams 

The following three diagrams depict the ñnormalò lifecycle for BLPUs, the various triggers that 

result in changes, and the minimum BLPU Logical Status, BLPU State Code, and LPI Logical 

Status combinations. These have been listed as Mandatory (M), Recommended (R) or 

Guidance (G).  It should be noted that these refer to what the field should be populated with, not 

whether the field should be populated at all, which has been covered earlier in this document. 

The diagrams are illustrative and are by no means comprehensive.  They are designed to give a 

generic overview of the likely lifecycles to be found in gazetteers, rather than to prescribe for all 

circumstances.

This section presents Scottish conventions for historical links between properties or streets in 

the event of splits and merges. The optional successor cross reference record is a Scottish 

addition to BS7666:2006 and is associated with a BLPU or street record.

Organisations that frequently change occupancy and can be difficult to maintain. The 

organisation record should only be used if gazetteer custodians are able to effectively maintain 

it. Some example sources of organisation information are: the Assessors, Revenues, 

Environmental Health, and Trading Standards.

Classification schemes are flexible and may be maintained as part of local gazetteers or by 

customers. The OSG uses the same schemas as NLPG. This allows for the capturing 

classifications from a primary to a quaternary level dependent on requirements. This maintains 

the flexibility of having just a primary classification depending on the needs of the local 

custodian. If required, additional classes can be adopted.

12  St reets  

12.1 Purpose 

This section presents conventions for Scottish street gazetteers. Conventions for Public Rights 

of Way are not applicable in Scotland.,  Conventions for Associated Street Data can be found in 

Ref. Doc. 8. 

In Scotland, Local Street Gazetteers (LSG) are created and maintained by local authorities. 

They cover all streets in the authorityôs geographic area regardless of maintenance 

responsibility - for instance, those maintained by the Scottish Government. LSGs have two 

primary users, whose requirements have influenced these conventions: 

¶ To comply with the New Roads & Street Works Act, the Scottish Road Works Register 

(SRWR) holds a copy of 32 LSGs plus associated street data (ASD). This is an electronic 

register that records street works carried out by local authorities and utilities. 

¶ To comply with BS7666 requirements, property gazetteers are dependent on LSGs to 

provide a property recordôs street, locality, town, and administrative area information. Street 

data held within the local property gazetteer should be identical to that within the local 

street gazetteer. 

12.2 Content  

There are three categories of content requirement: 

Content 

Requirement 

Explanation 

Mandatory These streets must be included in local street gazetteers. Error 

notifications can be issued by the SRWR if one of these street types is 

found missing. 

Recommended It is recommended that these streets are recorded in local street 

gazetteers. Warning notifications can be issued by the SRWR if one of 

these street types is found missing. 

Guidance These streets may or may not be recorded in local street gazetteers, 

according to local requirements. There are no current national 

requirements for these streets. 

To meet the requirements of the New Roads & Street Works Act, each Roads Authority must 

register public roads and prospective public roads. It is also recommended that Roads 

Authorities should register all private roads with a public right of passage. Where such private 
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roads are named, they will need to be included to meet property gazetteer addressing 

requirements. The following table seeks to clarify content with specific examples.

12.4 USRN 

The Unique Street Reference Number (USRN) is the primary key of a street record.  

ID Convention Category 
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12.4.1  A USRN is within the range allocated by the UK Government to 

the authority that originally created the street. See Appendix A. 

Mandatory 

12.4.2  Each USRN is unique within the UK and is not re-used. Mandatory 

12.4.3  The USRN for a street is never changed apart from the Lifecycle 

changes described in the Street Lifecycle section. 

Mandatory 

12.5 Record type 

According to BS7666-1:2006 section 6.7.2, there are four record types, which identify the type 

of street reference:

¶ 1, 2, 3 or 4.  

Note that record type 9 is not used in Scotland.

12.5.3  A record type 3 exists for: 

¶ every unclassified road 

¶ private roads where the Roads Authority has allocated a 

number 

Recommended 

12.6 Responsible authori ty  

The responsible authority code identifies the authority that is currently responsible for the 

gazetteer record. Note that this may not be the authority currently responsible for maintaining 

the road.

12.6.1  A responsible authority code is allocated to each authority by 

the UK Government. See Appendix A. 

Mandatory 

12.7 State 

Currently, State is used in Scotland to flag streets that are under construction. Other State 

codes may be introduced in the future.

¶ 0 or null = no state 

¶ 1 = prospective or under construction 

¶ 2 = open 

¶ 4 = permanently closed

12.8 Date

12.8.1  Current state date is populated if state is populated. Mandatory 

12.8.2  Current state date is not before entry date. Mandatory 

12.8.3  Last update date must be the same as or after the entry date Mandatory

12.8.5  Street end date is populated if state is 4 Mandatory 

12.8.6  Street start date cannot be in the future Mandatory 

12.9 Identif ier  

A streetôs Descriptive Identifier is made up of the following BS7666-1:2006 elements: Identifier 

Language, Locality, Town, and Administrative Area. Identifier is the street name, number, or 

description. 

ID Convention Category 

12.9.1  Descriptive identifiers (combination of Identifier, Locality, 

Town, and Administrative Area) are unique within Britain. 

Mandatory 

12.9.2  The identifier of a street with a record type 1 matches the 

official Street Naming and Numbering record, where this exists. 

Note that punctuation is discouraged (see Formatting in 

section 13.2.3) 

Mandatory 

12.9.3  The identifier of a street with a record type 2 provides 

sufficient information to uniquely identify the street. 

The identifier either describes the end points or the general 

location and may include key words such as: from, to, adjacent 

to, next to, between, rear, alongside, passing across, joining, 

via, with branch to. 

Guidance 

12.9.4  If a street with a record type 2 has been allocated a road 

number, the identifier starts with the road number. 

Recommended 

12.9.5  If the identifier of a street with a record type 2 includes a road 

number for a C class, unclassified or other road, a óZô  prefix is 

not inserted before the road number. 

Recommended 

12.9.6  The identifier of a street with a record type 3 does not 

exceed 12 characters 

Recommended 
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ID Convention Category 

12.9.7  The identifier of a street with a record type 3 is: 

¶ the nationally allocated classification number starting with 

A, B, or M 

¶ the local Roads Authority allocated number prefixed with 

an additional óZô (see BS7666-1:2006 6.6.5.3)  

Mandatory 

12.9.8  The identifier of a street for a C class road begins with óZCô Mandatory 

12.9.9  The identifier of a street for an unclassified class road starts 

with a óZUô 

Guidance 

12.9.10  In the identifier for A-class trunk roads, the suffix óTô is added 

without a space or brackets, e.g. 

¶ A9T 

Mandatory 

12.9.11  If a street with a record type 3 runs through multiple 

authorities, the authority name is not included in the identifier. 

The authority can be identified via administrative area or 

responsible authority. 

Mandatory 

12.9.12  A street record type 1 may only contain the following 

abbreviation (if present on the street name plate): 

¶ óStô, short for óSaintô, for use at the start of a street name, 

i.e. St Andrews Street 

¶ óDrô, short for óDoctorô, for use at the start of a street name, 

i.e. Dr Watson Drive 

Recommended 

12.9.13  A street record type 1 should not contain descriptors which 

may suggest the record is in fact a type 2 or 3 .For example: 

¶ óadoptedô, óaccessô, óunnamedô or óbetweenô 

A full list may be obtained from the One Scotland Gazetteer 

custodians. 

Exception may be added to this validation test, but this may 

only be in exceptional circumstances. All effort should be taken 

to ensure these words are not used within newly named type 1 

records 

Recommended 

12.9.14  A street record type 1 should not contain any number or 

individual letters which refer to a nationally allocated 

classification 

Recommended 
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12.10 Local ity and town  

The purpose of the locality and town attributes is to provide a spatial reference for a street to 

identify it uniquely and to form a useful property address. These fields are to help SRWR users 

easily locate streets and for property gazetteer users to locate addresses.  

Locality and town may be used flexibly as óarea 1ô and óarea 2ô to represent a wide variety of 

geographic areas that will be meaningful to gazetteer users. Localities and towns may evolve as 

property development occurs and these changes should be reflected in the Street Gazetteer as 

necessary. 

The following examples aim to clarify the types of area likely to be found in each field. Note that 

some types of area may appear as either a locality or a town or depending on the local 

geographical context (e.g. Glens). 

A Locality represents a lower level geographic area. 

Examples: 

¶ Suburbs (Cornton) 

¶ Small settlements and surrounds (Blairdaff) 

¶ Small rural areas (Glen Ogil) 

¶ Industrial estates (Springkerse Industrial Estate) 

Where the PAO/SAO is needed for other address elements, the following can also be held as 

a locality:  

¶ Rural estates (Keir Estate) 

¶ Shopping centres (Thistles Centre) 

¶ Educational campuses (Stirling University) 

¶ Caravan parks (Dunnikier Caravan Park) 

A town is added to the street gazetteer to represent a higher level geographic area and 

may contain one or more lower level geographic areas (localities). 

Examples: 

¶ Cities (Stirling) 

¶ Islands (Isle of Mull) 

¶ Large settlements and surrounds (Hamilton) 

¶ Large rural areas (Glen Clova) 
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ID Convention Category 

12.10.1  Locality is populated for all street records where it will aid 

street or property addressing, except for streets with a record 

type 3 that cross multiple localities. 

Recommended 

12.10.2  Town is populated for all street records, except for streets with 

a record type 3 that cross multiple towns. 

Mandatory 

12.10.3  Locality is not populated unless town is also populated. Mandatory 

12.10.4  Authorities liaise to represent locality and town consistently 

across and within authority boundaries. 

Recommended 

12.10.5  Locality or town do not contain modifier words such as óbyô or 

ónearô. 

Recommended 

12.10.6  The same description is not used as a locality and a town 

within the same record. 

Mandatory 

12.10.7  The same description is not used as a locality and a town  Recommended 

12.11 Administrative area  

The administrative area is the name of the local authority area in which the street is located. 

See appendix C for a list of local authority names.  

ID Convention Category 

12.11.1  Administrative area is populated for all street records. Mandatory 

12.11.2  Administrative area does not contain the word óCouncilô so 

that, if required locally, authorities can easily use this field in 

the address, e.g. 

¶ Clackmannanshire not Clackmannanshire Council 

Mandatory 

12.12 Language 

See Language in the LPI section. 

12.13 Extremity points  

A streetôs location is described through Extremity Points (start and end x y coordinates). A street 

can be subdivided into Elementary Street Units (ESUs). These features usually start and end at 
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junctions but also allow authorities to store different names for sections of the same street (e.g. 

part of the B818 may be officially named High Street). 

A street record can be represented according to one of three levels, which reflect the 

geographic accuracy of the street. A street gazetteer can hold a mix of levels and a recordôs 

level can change from 1 through 3 as better geographic information becomes available. 

Level Explanation Example 

1 Street has a start and 

end point but is not 

broken down into ESUs. 

 

2 Street is divided into 

ESUs with start and end 

points at each junction.  

 

3 Street is enhanced by 

intermediate points within 

ESUs that represent the 

true shape of the street. 

 

 

ID Convention Category 

12.13.1  To facilitate map-based viewing in the SRWR, a new street 

record is entered with Level 2 or 3 geometry, even if this is 

initially approximate and needs to be revised later. 

Recommended 

12.13.2  An ESU does not contain branches. It must not extend across: 

¶ A junction 

¶ A point where there is a change in the maintenance 

responsibility 

¶ Where the street name or number changes 

¶ An authority boundary 

¶ A town or locality boundary 

Mandatory 
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ID Convention Category 

12.13.3  An ESU should not extend across: 

¶ Speed limits at town boundaries 

Recommended 

12.13.4  ESUs are connected where roads that are open to vehicles join 

and also where roads that are open to vehicles join those that 

are closed or restricted to vehicles e.g. 

 

Recommended 

12.13.5  An ESU should not be broken except at the locations 

described above. 

Recommended 

12.13.6  For dual carriageways (or roads separated by multiple central 

islands), ESUs are created for each carriageway. However, 

separate USRNs are only created for each carriageway if they 

have different names. 

Recommended 

12.13.7  For service roads that share a name with the parent street, 

ESUs are created for the service road. However, separate 

USRNs are created for each road if they have different names. 

Note that if a service road is officially named, properties 

accessed from the service road use that name as their street 

name. 

Recommended 

12.13.8  Slip roads of trunk roads  require their own individual USRN.  Recommended 

12.13.9  Where roundabouts (other than mini roundabouts) do not 

form part of a named road or have an official name, they have 

their own Type 2 USRN. 

Recommended 

12.13.10  When an extremity point of a street is moved, the location of 

the street BLPU for that street should be checked and if 

necessary, moved. 

Mandatory 

12.14 Street  l ifecycle  

ID Convention Category 
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12.14.1  When a new street is being constructed: 

¶ a new street is added to the street gazetteer as soon as it is 

needed by the property gazetteer. This is usually before or 

shortly after Street Naming and Numbering has assigned a 

new street name: 

¶ The entry date and start date are populated  

Mandatory 

12.14.2  When a major new road scheme is to be constructed: 

¶ It may be appropriate to add new streets to the street 

gazetteer to show the location and layout of the new 

scheme. 

¶ Streets are given descriptions indicating when the scheme 

would be finished e.g. New road from A to B opening Spring 

2011 

¶ The entry date and start date are populated. In this case 

start date is the date when approval was given or 

construction started. It should be on or before the present 

day. 

¶ The State field is set to 1 (prospective or under 

construction). 

¶ The ESUs would be attached to the existing road network 

when the scheme was completed or in stages as 

construction progressed. The new ESUs would replace the 

old and the state field would be set to 2. 

Guidance 

12.14.3  When a streetôs descriptive identifier changes due to error or 

official naming or renaming, or a streetôs geometry changes (but 

with no change to the start or end point): 

¶ a new USRN is not created. Instead,  the affected street 

fields are edited and update date changed., e.g. 

 

¶ If a street has been renamed, a type 4 record may be 

created for the old name. 

Mandatory 
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12.14.4  
If a street needs to be extended or shortened (e.g. if (a) a 

street is extended as part of a new build programme, or (b) an 

existing street is extended because a settlement expands and a 

named road is extended. This would result in the adjacent rural 

road being shortened which would result in a section of road 

moving from one USRN to another) 

¶ the ESU geometry is changed for one or more existing 

streets and extremity points updated. A new USRN is not 

required, e.g. 

 

Mandatory 

12.14.5  When a street record no longer exists: 

¶ the end date is populated 

¶ if the street record was created in error, or the street never 

existed, the record can be deleted from the gazetteer. If a 

legitimate record, it remains in the gazetteer with an end 

date 

¶ the end dated street record must be submitted to the 

Scottish Road Works Register to ensure that the record on 

the SRWR is closed. This should also be done before a 

record is deleted. 

Mandatory 
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12.14.6  When a street is split: 

¶ two new USRNs are created (even if one of the streets 

retains its name) 

¶ the old USRN is closed (end date populated), e.g. 

 

If a street is split for a town or locality, the preference is to split 

at a: 

1. Street junction 

2. Physical feature that can be easily recognized by SRWR 

users, such as a bridge, river, or access to a property 

Note that Type 2 descriptions should be actively maintained if 

there are changes to the name of the referenced physical 

feature. 

Mandatory 

12.14.7  When two or more streets are merged: 

¶ one new USRN is created (even if one of the original names 

is retained for the new street)  

¶ the old USRNs are closed (end date populated), e.g. 

 

Mandatory 

12.15 Cross-references 

There are two types of cross-references in street gazetteers that are used to link sections of a 

street, as described below:

1 Used in óLevel 1ô street

12.15.5  An ESU can not be cross-referenced to more than one open 

Street of the same record type for types 1, 2 or 3 (e.g. can not 

reference two type 1ôs).  

However, an ESU can be cross referenced to more than one 

record type 4.

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12.16 ESU ID 

ID Convention Category 

12.16.1  The ESU ID is unique within Scotland and is never re-used. Mandatory 

12.16.2  To easily create a unique, 14 digit number, the ESU ID can be 

derived from a grid reference, such as the original mid-point of 

the ESU. However, the ESU ID does not then change if the mid-

point changes. 

Guidance 

12.17 ESU l ifecycle  

ID Convention Category 

12.17.1  When a new ESU is added, a new ESU ID is created Mandatory 

12.17.2  When an ESU is changed, the ESU ID does not change Mandatory 

12.17.3  If an ESU needs to be extended, the ESU ID does not change Mandatory 

12.17.4  When an ESU no longer exists, the ESU end date is 

populated. The old ESU ID is not re-used. 

Mandatory 

12.17.5  When an ESU is split, the old ESU is closed and two new ESUs 

are created. The old ESU ID is not re-used. 

Mandatory 

12.17.6  When two or more ESUs are merged, the old ESUs are closed 

and one new ESU is created. The old ESU IDs are not re-used.

13.1 Purpose

the links between them.  

13.2 Formatting

Recommended 

 

 

 

 

13.2.5  Abbreviations are not used except as permitted within these 

fields: 

¶ Street identifier: St or ST (if upper case system) for Saint 

¶ Street identifier (Type 2): Commonly understood 

abbreviations where there is the potential of exceeding the 

record length of 100 characters (e.g. S for South). To 

maintain consistency, street names referred to in the Type 2 

description are not abbreviated.

13.3 Boundaries 

ID Convention Category 
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ID Convention Category 

13.3.1  If an authority wants to hold a copy of streets/properties from 

another authority area in their own gazetteer, these records are 

held with: 

¶ The responsible authorityôs code, USRN/UPRN and all 

other attributes 

. 

Mandatory 

13.3.2  If an authority boundary changes and entire streets or properties 

are affected, records for the affected streets/properties are held 

in the new authorityôs gazetteer with: 

¶ The new authorityôs responsible authority code for streets 

and authority code for properties 

¶ The old authorityôs USRN/UPRN 

The street/property records must be deleted from the old 

authority's gazetteer.  

Mandatory 

13.3.3  If an authority boundary changes but only part of a street or 

property is affected, this is treated as a split for the street but not 

for a property.   

 

¶ Each authority creates a new USRN from its own range and 

assigns its own responsible authority code. Authorities 

liaise to record identical street start/end coordinates at the 

boundary. 

¶ Authorities liaise to determine which authority should take 

responsibility for a property that crosses a boundary.  

Guidance 
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ID Convention Category 

13.3.4  If an authority boundary runs down the middle of a street: 

 

¶ Each authority creates a USRN representing their 

maintenance responsibility side of the street and assigns its 

own responsible authority code.  

¶ Authorities liaise to record identical attributes. Note that the 

above diagram is indicative only. Extremity points should 

be identical for both authorities and run along the boundary 

centreline. 

Guidance 

13.4 Street-property gazetteer l inks  

Street and property gazetteers may be stored in the same or separate databases. The following 

conventions are designed to maintain the integrity of links between street and property records:

13.4.1  Each record in a property gazetteer is linked to a USRN 

sourced from the street gazetteer. 

Mandatory 

13.4.2  Any street records in property gazetteers exactly match 

records in street gazetteers for the same streets, for: 

¶ USRN 

¶ Street description 

¶ Locality 

¶ Town 

¶ Administrative area 

Mandatory 
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ID Convention Category 

13.4.3  LPIs can be linked to a Type 1, 2 street record but not to a 

Type 3 street record. 

Note that there are no óType 9ô street records in Scottish street 

or property gazetteers. 

Mandatory 

13.4.4  If required for a useful address, LPIs can be linked to a Type 4 

street record.  

If linked to a Type 4, a user may choose to display an address 

with the Type 1 street name in addition to the Type 4 name. 

This decision will be made on a per street and per application 

basis. 

Guidance 

13.4.5 `  Open BLPU or LPI cannot reference a closed street. Mandatory 

13.5 Property Groups and Type 4 streets  

The following is designed as guidance for Property and Street Custodians to expand on 12.5 

Record Type, 4 Unofficial Street Name, outlining where to attach properties to type 4 streets, 

or where to create property groups.  

Note that as per convention 13.4.4 LPIs can be linked to a type 4 street if it is ñrequired for a 

useful addressò and that the majority of LPIs, and particularly new records, should ideally be 

linked to type 1 or 2 streets.
